Dear Friend,

2007 has been a year of great changes at Girls Incorporated® of Indianapolis!  We 
developed a new strategic plan that will implement the longstanding vision of the 
board to inspire all Indianapolis-area girls to be strong, smart, and boldSM.  As most 
of you know, our two original club locations ultimately became a limiting factor in 
getting the Girls Incorporated® message to girls across Central Indiana.

At the end of 2006, our board took the bold step to deliver 100 percent of our 
programs via outreach.  Through that visionary move, we have gained the ability to 
offer our programs within walking distance of girls’ homes.  We are already active in 
six neighborhoods, and by 2010 we plan to have twelve “Hubs” in full operation.  This 
will all be accomplished with a minimal increase in our operating budget.

How is it possible to do all this?  The answer is collaboration.  The core value of Girls 
Incorporated® of Indianapolis is the wonderful spectrum of age-appropriate 
programs that we have developed for girls through careful research, thoughtful 
design, and continuous evaluation.  Over our nearly 40 years in Indianapolis, our 
programs have been proven to be effective in helping girls to develop into the strong, 
smart, and boldSM women our community will need in the future.

During 2007, we have been fortunate to develop a strong group of partners in each 
“Hub” neighborhood who collaborate with us by allowing us to use program space in 
their buildings and by helping us to enroll neighborhood girls in Girls Incorporated® 
programs.  Our contribution to this collaboration is our programs and the people to 
deliver them.

Our ability to fully build out this collaborative model in twelve Marion County
neighborhoods—and soon also in Boone, Hendricks, and Hamilton counties—is 
heavily dependent on three factors:

     1.    The deep trust and respect that we share with the schools, community centers, 
             libraries, and churches who have become our partners in working with girls.
     2.    The generosity of volunteers who commit to facilitating Girls Incorporated® 
             programs at our partner sites.  We have designed a limited commitment   
             model for volunteers that is very compatible with the way that most of us 
             live and work today.  Many volunteers have returned for more than one 
             program as opportunities come up that fi t their schedules.
     3.    The completion of an “Extranet” technology tool that will facilitate 
             information retrieval and communication between all of us—schools, 
             neighborhood partners, volunteers, and Girls Incorporated® staff.

We are very grateful for the many ways that our community has assisted Girls 
Incorporated® of Indianapolis to begin this evolution.  Although we are just 
beginning, we are encouraged and motivated by the many partners who have joined 
us in inspiring all girls to be strong, smart, and boldSM!
